METERS MAY NOT BE REQUIRED BY ALL UTILITY COMPANIES.

OF 6' APART.

WHEN MORE THAN ONE GROUND ELECTRODE IS REQUIRED, THEY SHALL BE A MINIMUM 

WITH THE TRAFFIC & SAFETY DIVISION.

WITH PRIOR APPROVAL FROM UTILITY AND THE ENGINEER AND AFTER CONSULTATION 

SERVICE CONDUIT SHALL BE MINIMUM 2 INCH. SMALLER CONDUIT MAY BE ALLOWED 

TWO LENGTHS OF GALVANIZED BACKING MATERIAL.

THE METER AND DISCONNECT SHALL BE ATTACHED TO THE STANCHION/POLE WITH 

COMMERCIAL, OR AS DETERMINED BY THE UTILITY AND APPROVED BY THE ENGINEER.

OPTION #1, #2, #3 OR #5 MAY BE USED IN URBAN AREAS, EITHER RESIDENTIAL OR

THE DISCONNECT MAY BE INSTALLED ON AN EXISTING UTILITY POLE. SEE OPTION #4.

IN RURAL AREAS, WITH THE PERMISSION OF THE UTILITY COMPANY, THE METER AND 

MATERIALS AND DIMENSIONS APPLY TO ALL STANCHIONS.

CONTACT THE LOCAL UTILITY COMPANY FOR FINAL PLACEMENT.

ATTACH CONDUIT ON THE SIDE OF THE POLE OR STANCHION AWAY FROM TRAFFIC. 

ALL EXPOSED METAL EQUIPMENT MUST BE GROUNDED.

APPLICABLE.

PART OF THE TRAFFIC SIGNAL, STREET LIGHTING OR SIGN ITEM, WHICHEVER IS 

FOR THE POWER SERVICE, EXCEPT FOR THE WIRED CONDUIT, SHALL BE CONCIDERED

THE UTILITY COMPANY PRIOR TO CONSTRUCTION.

PROTECTED BY GUARDRAIL. THE LOCATION OF STANCHIONS MUST BE APPROVED BY
